Booking Terms and Conditions — Booking with Confidence
For holidays booked from April 015 2021 and departing from 01 October 2021

Key points:

You enter into a booking with us when we issue our confirmation invoice. If you then cancel, there
may be cancellation charges. Initially this may be £0 (subject to any non-refundable costs) but
can go up to 100%

You canmake changestoyour bookingin certain circumstances. We make acharge forthis. We can
change and cancel your booking.

We are responsible to you for providing your holiday but there are legal limits.
We are a member of ABTA and we provide protection for your money as set out in clause 2 below.

Adequate and valid travel insurance is compulsory for all our travellers and itis a condition of
accepting your booking that you agree you will have obtained adequate and valid travel insurance. We
recommend you take out insurance as soon as your booking is confirmed.

Please be aware that we have introduced policies and requirements in response to the
Coronavirus pandemic, COVID-19, which include measures we are taking and measures we
require our customers to take. These policies can be found here. It is a requirement of your
booking that you familiarise yourself with these policies and ensure you can comply with any
requirements we have of you. Please note that these policies will be constantly updated as the
situation changes and you should ensure you check the latest document before your departure.

Please read the full terms below for more information and for other important rights and obligations.

1. Our details

Your booking is with Sovereign trading as Specialist Holidays (Travel) Limited, registered number 446617,
registered at 2" Floor Origin One, 108 High Street, Crawley, West Sussex RH10 1BD (hereinafter called ‘the
Company’, ‘we’, ‘us’ or ‘our’).

2. Protecting your money

a. Thecombination of travel services offered to you is a package within the meaning of the Package Travel
andLinked Travel Arrangements Regulations 2018. Therefore, youwillbenefitfromallEU rightsapplying
to packages. We will be responsible for the proper performance of all the travel services included in the
package. We provide full financial protection for our package holidays.

b. Forflight-based holidays this is through our Air Travel Organiser’s Licence number 0285 issued by the
CAA of 45-59 Kingsway London WC2B 6 TE www.caa.co.uk. When you buy an ATOL protected flight or
flight inclusive holiday from us you will receive an ATOL Certificate. This lists what is financially
protected, where you can get information on what this means for you and who to contact if things go
wrong. We will provide you with the services listed onthe ATOL Certificate (or a suitable alternative). In
somecases, wherewearen’'tabletodo soforreasons ofinsolvency, analternative ATOL holdermay
provide you with the services you have bought or a suitable alternative (at no extra costto you). You
agree to accept that in those circumstances the alternative ATOL holder will perform those obligations
andyouagreeto pay any money outstandingto be paid by you underyour contractto thatalternative
ATOL holder. However, you also agree thatin some cases it will not be possible to appoint an alternative
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ATOL holder in which case you will been titled to make a claim under the ATOL scheme(or your
credit card issuer where applicable).

If we are unable to provide the services listed (or a suitable alternative, through an alternative ATOL
holder or otherwise) for reasons of insolvency, the Trustees of the Air Travel Trust may make a payment
to(or conferabenefiton) youunderthe ATOL scheme. Youagreethatinreturnfor suchapaymentor
benefit you assign absolutely to those Trustees any claims which you have or may have arising out of or
relating to the non-provision of the services, including any claim against us, the travel agent (or your
credit card issuer where applicable). You also agree that any such claims may be re-assigned to another
body, if that other body has paid sums you have claimed under the ATOL scheme.

The price of any flight-inclusive holiday includes the amount of £2.50 per person as part ofthe ATOL
Protection Contribution (APC) we payto the CAA. Thischargeisincludedin ouradvertised prices
Whenyou buy a package holiday that doesn’tinclude aflight, protectionis provided by way of abond
held by ABTA — The Travel Association 30 Park Street London SE1 9EQ www.abta.co.uk.

3. Your holiday booking

a.

To make abooking you can contact usin severalways; directly over the telephone, via our website,
orthroughanapprovedTravelAgent. Abookingwillexistassoonasweissueourconfirmationinvoice
(the “Booking Confirmation”). This booking is made on the terms of these booking conditions. The
person making the booking (the “lead name”) must be 18 years old or over and when you make a
booking you guarantee that you have the authority to accept and do accept on behalf of your
party the terms of these booking conditions. We may transfer your booking to another company in
ourgroup, but this will have no effect on your holiday arrangements

Whether you book alone or as a group, we will only deal with the lead name in all subsequent
correspondence, including changes, amendments and cancellations. The lead name is responsible for
ensuring the accuracy ofthe personal details or any other information supplied in respect of yourself
and any other person travelling on the booking and for passing on any information regarding the booking
or any changes made inrelation thereto, to all persons travelling on such booking, including but not
limited to information on schedule changes or copies of booking confirmations.

When you receive the Booking Confirmation, Invoice and departure documents please check the details
carefully and inform us immediately if anything is incorrect. Names on travel documents must
exactly match thoseinyourpassports. Unlesswe are responsible forthe mistake, we willnotaccept
liability if an airline or other supplier refuses boarding because the name(s) shown in your passport
differfrom those on your ticket. If there is an obvious error onthe Confirmation Invoice, we reserve
the right to correct it as soon as we become aware of it, but will do this within 7 days of issuing the
Confirmation Invoice or, if your departure is within 7 days, no later than 24 hours before you go.
Travel documents will be sent or emailed to you (to the address given to us by the lead name at
the time of booking) approximately 2 weeks before your departure, and will not be issued unless
payment of the due balance hasbeen received and any cheques have cleared. Bookings made 14 days
orlessbefore departureincur a£15 per personadministration charge andtickets willnotbe sentout by
postbutwillmorethanlikely have to be collected at the airport on the day of departure.

We may not be able to confirm some of our ground arrangements straight away (e.g. bespoke
accommodation, tours etc.). Inthese instances we may issue a Booking Confirmation. However, a
contract for arrangements that have not been confirmed on that Booking Confirmation will only be
made when we have sent you written confirmation that those additional arrangements have been
completed. If there is any change to any of the details discussed at the time of booking, before the
Booking Confirmationisissued, we will notify you promptly ofany new or changed details, includinga
changetothe total price (ifany). Ifany detail onthe Booking Confirmationis not correcttell us oryour
travel agentimmediately.

When you book your holiday through an approved travel agent, all communication between you and us
will be made through thatagent, as such please contactyouragentin the firstinstance,as no
changes can be made to your booking unless they are done through your agent.

Forthose holidayswhere an additionallocal paymentisrequiredthiswillbe confirmedtoyou. A local
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payment is a portion of the holiday cost which must be paid directly to the local representative as
instructed. If the price of your holiday includes a local payment this must be paid in the currency
specified. Please note that your holiday price will not be considered to have been paid in full until the
local payment has been made. Tourist taxes, resort fees or similar that are charged locally may be
implemented or changed without prior warning. We do not accept responsibility for these costs, which
must be paid by you and are not included within your holiday price.



Your personal safety is of paramount importance to us and therefore it is imperative that you
advise us atthetime of booking of any condition, medical or otherwise, that might affectyour or other
people’s enjoyment of the trip. This should include, but not be limited to, any special dietary
requirements (including, for example, allergies) and any reduced mobility affecting you or members of
your booking. Please contactus on SovereignOperations@travelopia.comto discuss any such
requirements.

Itisaconditionofyour bookingthatyouand allmembers of your party provide certaininformation that
may be sentto governmental authorities and border controland security agencies for the purpose of
security and counter terrorism. This is known as Passenger Name Records (PNR) or Advanced Passenger
Information, sometimesknownasAPIS. Forthe UnitedKingdom, itmaybereferredtoas‘E-Borders’.
The information you must provide will include, but not be limited to, full name — as shown in your
passport or travel document, gender, date of birth, travel document type, number, country of issue and
expiry date, and for travel to the U.S., your country of residence and the address for your first night’s
stay. You must provide this information to the airline between 6 months and 24 hours before departure.
All prices we advertise are accurate at the date published, but we reserve the right to change any of
those prices from time to time. In the unlikely event of an administrative error leading to an incorrect
pricebeingdisplayed, wereservetherighttocorrectit(including afterabooking has beenconfirmed).
Offers are not combinable unless expressly stated and may be withdrawn at any time. All quotations are
provisional until confirmed in writing on your Booking Confirmation. Before you make a booking we will
give you the up-to-date price of your chosen holiday including the cost of any supplements, upgrades or
additional facilities which you have requested.

The price of your holiday will include Air Passenger Duty (APD) for an economy seat. If you upgrade to a
premium cabin this will be included in the upgrade cost.

When the price per person is dependent on the number of people in the accommodation and the
number of people changes, the price will be recalculated based on the new party size. Any
increase in price payable is nota cancellation charge. A separate cancellation charge will be levied
inrespectof bookings cancelled. Anew Booking Confirmation will be issued as appropriate on whichthe
cancellation charge will be shown.

4. Paying for Your Holiday and Insurance

a.

When youmake your booking you must pay adeposit of £150 per person plus any non-refundable
costs (e.g. the cost of flight services operated by “low-cost” airlines)
You may opt to pay the balance of the price of your travel arrangements in either of the following
ways:

i. Pay the full balance no later than 97 days (14 weeks) before departure; or

ii. You can pay for your travel arrangements in instalments (subject to the provisions of

paragraph (c) below)

Please note instalments are not available for bookings made within 97 days (14 weeks) of
departure.
Instalments — where you opt to pay by instalments the following provisions apply:

i. At the point your booking is confirmed we will inform you (a) how many instalments
will be required; (b) the amount of each instalment; and (c) the payment due dates
for each instalment. This will be confirmed in your booking paperwork.

ii. Payments of instalments due must be received by the payment date as confirmed in
your booking confirmation. Should you fail to pay us, the last card added to the system
will be automatically debited for the amount due.

iii. The entire balance must be paid no later than 97 days (14 weeks) before departure

To pay your final balance, amend your booking or discuss any other aspect of your holiday booked
directlywithus, callour Customer Servicesteam. Ifthe depositand/orbalanceisnot paid in time, we
shall cancel your travel arrangements. If the balance is not paid in time we shall retain your
deposit.

Please note that cheques require 5 working days to clear. Cheques that will not clear by the balance due
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datecannotbeaccepted. Weonlyacceptcard paymentsfrompassengerstravellingonthebooking.

If you book less than 69 days before departure made via an agent, or 97 days before departure for
bookings made directly with us, full payment (less any payment which must be paid locally) must be
made on booking by credit or debit card. If you do not pay the local payment on the due date your
booking will be cancelled (and we shall have no further liability to you) and cancellation charges
will be levied as appropriate.

You may also be required to pay for any non-transferable and non-refundable items at the time of
booking and they may be non-refundable in the event of cancellation. Please see paragraph 5
below for an explanation of what may be non-refundable.

We cannotacceptany liability forticketslostinthe post. Departure Documentsmay beinpaperoremail
form depending on your chosen holiday. If requested in the Departure Documents or locally provided
holiday information, you must reconfirm the reservations, timings and check-in details of your flight with
theairlineconcernedatleast72hoursbeforedeparture. Thisappliestoyouroutwardflightandtoyour



return flight. If youmiss a flight or suffer any disruption as a result of not following our instructions as
to reconfirmation we will have no liability to you.

i. Adequateandvalidtravelinsuranceforyourchosenitineraryiscompulsoryforalltravellersanditisa
condition of accepting your booking that you agree you will have obtained adequate and valid travel
insurance. We recommend you take out insurance as soon as your booking is confirmed. You are
strongly advised to insure yourself against any possible risk that may occur and in particular to
ensurethatyou have sufficient insurance in respect of dependent relatives and force majeure events.
You are required to carry proof of insurance with you.

5. If You Cancel Your Holiday

You, orany member of your party, may cancel your travel arrangements at any time. Written notification
fromthelead name oryour travel agentmust bereceived at our offices. Since we incur costsin cancelling
your travel arrangements, you will have to pay cancellation charges as follows (see also the exception
below):

More than 22 days 0% save for any non-refundable costs*
11-21 days (inclusive) 90%
0-10 days (inclusive) 100%

*non-refundable costs represents any cost we have paid to suppliers but which we cannot recover from them.
This may include air fares, tickets, entry permits or similar incurred costs.

Notes (i) If there as on foryourcancellation iscovered under the terms of yourinsurance policy,you
may be able to reclaim these charges; (ii) certain travel arrangements may be subject to higher
cancellation charges and could incur a cancellation charge of up to 100% of that part of the
arrangements from the moment the booking is confirmed.

You can cancel your booking without paying cancellation charges if the performance of your package, or the
carriage of passengers to your destination, is significantly affected by unavoidable and extraordinary
circumstances. In such circumstances, we will arrange for your booking to be terminated and for you to
receive a fullrefund.

For the purposes of these terms and conditions “unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances” include but
are not limited to: war, threat of war, airport closures, airspace closures (as well as other air traffic
management decisions which may give rise to long or overnight delays or cancellations of one or more
flights), the inability of airline(s) to operate flights as aresult of the United Kingdom’s decision to leave the
European Union(including theloss or restriction of air traffic ortransit rights or the right of airline(s) to
enter anyairspace), epidemic, significantrisks tohumanhealthsuchasthe outbreak ofaseriousdisease
atthe travel destination, natural or nuclear disaster, serious security problems such as terrorist activity, civil
unrest or events arising out of political instability, industrial dispute or strikes, bad weather (actual or
threatened), Foreign Office advisingagainsttraveltoaparticulardestinationandsignificantbuildingwork
taking place outside of your accommodation (such as resort development).



6. If You Change Your Booking

If, afterour confirmationinvoice hasbeenissued, youwishtochangeyourtravelarrangementsinanyway,
for example your chosen departure date or accommodation, we will do our utmost to make these
changes butitmay notalways be possible. Any request for changes to be made must be in writing from
the lead name oryourtravel agent. You will not be asked to pay any administration charge and can make
up to 3 amendments to your booking. Any further amendment requests will incur an amendment fee
of £35. Please note that any further cost we incur in making any amendment or alterations (including
those charged by third party suppliers who provide the component parts of your booking) are your
responsibility and may be charged. You should be aware that these costs could increase the closer to
the departure date that changes are made and you should contact us as soon as possible. Note: Certain
travel arrangements may not be changeable after a reservation has been made and any alteration request
could incur a cancellation charge of up to 100% of that part of the arrangements.

You can transfer your booking to another person, who satisfies all the conditions that apply to this
booking, by giving us notice in writing at least 7 days before departure provided that the new lead
passengeraccepts the transfer andthese booking conditions. Bothyou andthe newtraveller are responsible
for paying all costs we incurin making the transfer. Please bearin mind that certain airlines and other
transport providers treat changesasacancellationand charge accordingly, upto 100% ofthe costforthat
partofthe arrangement. Where applicable these charges will be passed onto you.

7. If We Cancel YourBooking

We reserve the right to cancel your booking. We will not cancel less than 4 weeks before your departure
date, exceptforunavoidable andextraordinary circumstances (asdefinedinclause 5), orfailure byyou to
pay the final balance, or because the minimum number required for the package togo ahead hasn’tbeen
reached. The minimum number requiredwillbe providedto you with the holiday description. The time
limit for cancellation for such failure to reach minimum numbers shall not be later than:

(@) 20days before the start of the package in the case of trips lasting more than 6 days.
(b) 7 daysbefore the start of the package in the case of trips lasting between 2 and 6 days
(c) 48 hours before the start of the package in the case of trips lasting less than 2 days.

Ifyourholidayiscancelledyoucaneitherhavearefundofallmoniespaidoracceptanalternativeholidayof
comparable standard from us if we offer one (we will refund any price difference if the alternative is of a
lower value).

In the event a refund is paid to you, we will:

1. Provide a full refund of your travel insurance premiums if you paid them to us and can show
that you are unable to transfer or reuse your policy.

2. Pay compensation as detailed below except where the cancellation is due to unavoidable and
extraordinary circumstances (as defined in clause 5).

This table does not preclude you claiming more if you are legally entitled to do so.

8. If We Change Your Booking

(@) Changes to the price

We can change your holiday price after you’ve booked, only in certain circumstances:

Changes in the price ofthe carriage of passengers resulting from changesto the costoffuel orother
power sources the level of taxes or fees imposed by third parties including tourist taxes, landing
taxes or embarkation or disembarkation fees at ports and airports or exchange rates mean that the price
of your travel arrangements may change after you have booked. However, there will be no change within 20
days of your departure.

We will absorb, and you will not be charged for, any increase equivalent to 2% of the price of your travel
arrangements, which excludesinsurance premiums and any amendmentcharges. Youwillbe chargedforthe
amountover and above that. If this results in an increase equivalent to more than 8% of the price of your
travelarrangements,youwillhavetheoptionofacceptingachangetoanotherholidayifweareabletooffer
one (we willrefund any price difference if the alternative is of a lower value), or cancelling and receiving a
fullrefund ofallmonies paid, exceptforanyamendmentcharges. Shouldyoudecidetocancel: 1)youmust
dosowithinthetime period shown onyourfinalinvoice 2) We will provide a refund ofinsurance premiums
paid to us if you can show that you are unable to transfer or reuse your policy.

Shouldthe price of your holiday go down due to the cost changes mentioned above, then any refund due
will be paid to you. We will deduct from this refund our administrative expensesincurred. Please note that
travel arrangements are not always purchased inlocal currency and some apparent changes have noimpact
on the price of your travel due to contractual and other protection in place.

(b) Changes other than the price

Itisa term of your bookingthatwe are ableto make changesto any aspectofyourbooking. Ifthe change
is insignificant, we will ensure that you are notified about it. Examples of insignificant changes include
alteration of your outward/return flights by lessthan12 hours, changes to aircraft type, change of
accommodation to another of the same or higher standard, changes of carriers.

If we are forced by circumstances beyond our control to alter significantly any of the main
characteristics of the travel services that make up your package you will have the rights set out
below.

I.  Wewillcontactyouandyou will have the choice of accepting the change or having a refund of
allmoniespaid. You canalsoacceptanalternative holiday, where we offerone (wewillrefund
any price difference if the alternative is of a lower value). We will tell you the procedure for
making your choice. Please read any notification of changes carefully and respond promptly as if
you do not respond to us within the timescale given your booking may be cancelled.

Il.  Ifyou choose to accept arefund:

a. Wewill provide afull refund of your travel insurance premiums if you paid them to us and
can show that you are unable to transfer or reuse your policy.

b. Wewillpay compensation asdetailed belowexceptwherethe significantchangeisdueto
unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances, which means a situation beyond our control,
the consequences of which could nothave beenavoided evenifallreasonable measures had
been taken.

The compensation that we offer does not exclude you from claiming more if you are entitled to do so.
9. Our Liability toYou

You must inform us without undue delay of any failure to perform or improper performance of the travel
services included in this package. If any of the travel services included in your package are not performed in
accordance with these booking conditions, or are improperly performed, by us or the travel service suppliers,
and this has affected the enjoyment of your travel arrangements, you may be entitled to an appropriate price
reduction or compensation or both. We will not be liable where any failure to perform or improper
performance of the travel services is due to (i) you or another member of your party; (ii) a third party
unconnected with the provision of the travel services in the package and is unforeseeable or unavoidable; or
(i) unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances (as defined in clause 5).

Our liability, exceptin cases involving death, injury or illness, shall be limited to a maximum of three times
the cost of your travel arrangements. Our liability will also be limited in accordance with and/or in anidentical
manner to the following:

a) Youagreethatanytransport companies (or other supplier’'s) own ‘Conditions of Carriage’ will
applytoyouonanyjourney byroad, rail, seaorair. When arranging this transportation for you, we
rely on the terms and conditions contained within these international conventions and those
‘Conditions of Carriage'. You acknowledge that all ofthese terms and conditions form part of your
contract with us as well as with the transport company. You can ask us or the travel agent
booking your holiday to provide you with a copy of any of the conditions applicable to your
journey. The airline'sterms andconditions are available onrequest. We willtellyoutheidentity of
the air carrier when you book with us and if it is not known at that time or subsequently changes
we willinform you as soon as possible and no later than at check-in for your flight; and

b) Anyrelevantinternational convention, forexample the Montreal Conventionin respect of
travel by air, the Athens Conventioninrespectoftravel by sea, the Berne Conventioninrespect of
travelbyrailandtheParisConventioninrespectoftheprovisionofaccommodation,whichlimitthe
amount of and conditions under which compensation can be claimed for death, injury, delay to
passengersand loss, damage and delaytoluggage. We are to be regarded as having all benefit of
any limitation of the extent of or the conditions under which compensation is to be paid under
these or any conventions.

You can ask for copies of the travel service contractual terms, or the international conventions, from our
offices at Sovereign Limited, Origin One, 108 High Street, Crawley RH10 1BD

Under EU law (Regulation 261/2004) you have rights in some circumstances to refunds and/or compensation
fromyourairlineincasesofdeniedboarding, cancellationordelaytoflights. Fulldetailswillbe publicised at
EU airports and available from airlines. However reimbursement in such cases will not automatically entitle



you to arefund of your holiday cost from us. Your right to arefund and/or compensation from us is set out
inthesebookingconditions.lfanypaymentstoyouareduefromus,anypaymentmadetoyoubytheairline
or any other service provider will be deducted.

In accordance with EU Directive(EC) No 2111/2005Article9, we are required to bringto your attention
the existence of a “Community list” which contains details of air carriers who are subjectto an operating
ban within the EU. The Community Ilist is available for inspection at
http://ec.europa.eu/transport/modes/air/safety/air-ban/index_en.htm. In accordance with EU Regulations
we are required to advise you of the actual carrier(s) (or, if the actual carrier(s) is not known, the likely
carrier(s)) that will operate your flight(s) at the time of confirmation. Where we are only able to inform you
ofthe likely carrier(s) at the time of confirmation, we shall inform you of the identity of the actual carrier(s)
as soon as we become aware of this. Any change to the operating carrier(s) after your booking has been
confirmed will be notified to you as soon as possible.

Ifitisimpossibletoensureyourreturnasscheduled duetounavoidable andextraordinary circumstances,
we will bear the cost of necessary accommaodation, if possible of equivalent category, for amaximum ofthree
nights. The limit doesn’t apply to persons with reduced mobility and any person accompanying them,
pregnant women and unaccompanied minors, or persons in need of specific medical assistance, provided
that you notified us of these needs at least 48 hours before the start of your holiday.

Standards of, forexample, safety, hygiene and quality varythroughoutthe transportand destinations that
your holiday may involve. Sometimes these standards will be lower than those which would be expected in
the UK. The suppliers ofthe services and facilities included in your holiday should comply with local standards
where they are provided.

Note: this entire clause does not apply to any separate contracts that you may enter into for excursions or
activities whilst on holiday for which liability rests with the excursion provider and not us.

10. ABTA

We are aMember of ABTA, membership number V4068. We are obliged to maintain a high standard of
serviceto you by ABTA’s Code of Conduct. We can also offer you ABTA’s scheme forthe resolution of
disputes which is approved by the Chartered Trading Standards Institute. If we can’t resolve your
complaint, goto www.abta.com to use ABTA’s simple procedure. Further information on the Code and
ABTA's assistance in resolving disputes can be found on www.abta.com or contacting ABTA at 30 Park
Street London SE1 9EQ. You can also access the European Commission Online Dispute (ODR)
Resolution platform at http://ec.europa.eu/consumers/odr/. This ODR platformis a means of notifying
us of your complaint; itwill not determine how your complaint should be resolved.

11. Complaints and Assistance

If you have a complaint about any of the servicesincluded in your holiday and/or need assistance whilst
away, you must inform our local representative, or contact our Operations Team on
SovereignOperations@travelopia.com.
